COMMITTEE SESSION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Each committee is to choose the four best bills and list them in order of importance.  (Foreign Affairs bills are 100’s, Economics are 200’s, and Public Welfare are 300’s)

2. All members are allowed to speak to the inclusion/exclusion of legislation.  Other members of the committee should encourage each other to participate.

3. Only one member per school is allowed to vote on which bills will be slated on the docket.

4. Each committee chair should list the bills on the board in the order of position slated.

5. Each committee chair shall list the bills, in order selected, on the committee session sheet.  All committee members must sign the sheet.  The sheet shall be returned to the tabulation room.
6. Order of discussion within each chamber:
Chambers I and IV begin with Foreign Affairs bills 100’s, then 200’s then 300’s

Chambers II and V begin with Economics bills 200’s, then 300’s, then 100’s

Chambers III and VI begin with Public Welfare bills 300’s, then 100’s, then 200’s
