SUGGESTED GUIDELINES FOR AWARDING PARTICIPATION POINTS
After each session is adjourned, the judges are required to assign participation points to the students who participated in that session of congressional debate.  Participation points range from 0-5 in value.

Guidelines

Participation points should be based on the following criteria:

· Presenting speeches
· Asking questions

· Making motions

· Attempting to be recognized

· Demonstrating leadership

· Maintaining an atmosphere of fairness and mutual respect

· Note: the quality of the speech should not affect the awarding of participation points unless the speech is less than one minute.

Greatest quantity of speeches; numerous questions

1-2 speeches, several questions

3

1 speech, some questions

2

1 speech, a few questions or no speech, several questions.

No speech, some questions

No speech, no questions

Points could be awarded for

· Regularly trying to give a speech but does not get called on

· Remaining consistently active throughout the session

Points could be deducted for

· Being out of the chamber for an excessive amount of time

· Disruptive behavior during the session

· Not participating throughout the majority of the session (inattentive, reading during the session, playing games, sleeping, listening to music, etc.)

· Using rude, offensive language or behavior

· Participation only during short intervals proving sporadic attention and participation

Both judges must agree on the points awarded and write those points on the seating chart.
